Mr. M. B. Gentry of Community Baptist Church has requested that 3.36 acres of land of the
church’s property be rezoned from R-12 to R-18. A recent acquisition will combine the
existing church property with that recently purchased. The original church property was
zoned R-12, with the newly acquired property being zoned R-18. In order to have all of the
church’s property zoned the same, the church has requested that the property be zoned R-18.

The Planning Board heard the request and voted unanimously to recommend that the Town
Council rezone the 3.36 acres to R-18. Heith Harrison and I both concur with the request and
recommend that the Council rezone the property known as Record Number 27083 (Map
Number 355612970261) to R-18.

I have attached a copy of Heith’s staff report, a copy of the zoning map, and a proposed
Ordinance amending the Official Zoning Map of the Town that would rezone the property to
R-18 as requested for your review and consideration.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The applicant is requesting to rezone the church property because they have recently
purchased an adjacent property which is zoned R-18. They have combined both properties
and request that the lot be zoned the same. The church property is currently zoned R-12.

APPLICABLE LAND USE REGULATIONS:
The following section(s) of the La Grange Zoning Ordinance are relevant to this petition:

Article X, Section 10-2(F): R-10 (Medium-Density Residential District)

The purpose of this district shall be to maintain a minimum lot size of ten thousand
square feet (10,000 sf) for single-family dwellings and two-family. Multi-family dwellings
may be allowed when appropriate conditions are met.

Article X, Section 10-2(E): R-12: Single-Family Residential District

The purpose of this district shall be to maintain a minimum lot size of twelve thousand
square feet (12,000 sf) for single-family dwellings and other compatible uses. Two-family
dwellings may be allowed when appropriate conditions are met.

Article X, Section 10-2(D): R-18: Single-Family Residential District

The purpose of this district shall be to maintain a minimum lot size of eighteen
thousand square feet (18,000 sf) for single-family dwellings, and ensure that uses are limited
to those which are compatible with residential use.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends rezoning the property to R-18 which would result in the entire lot being the
same zoning designation, rather than part of the lot R-18 and part R-12. The Planning Board
voted unanimously to recommend rezoning the property.

North Carolina DOT and North Carolina Railroad are proposing to close the rail crossing at
Waters Mill Road and are asking that the Town Council consider supporting/endorsing that
proposal.

Although not formally within the Town’s Corporate Limits and not a street or road that is
maintained by the Town, I have scheduled a Public Hearing to receive Public Comment on the
proposal. The road is not paved, is narrow, and according to my information is rarely utilized.
The decision to close the crossing is in keeping with NCDOT and NCRR’s efforts to reduce
active crossings to improve public safety. The Town Manager and staff recommend
supporting/endorsing NCDOT and NCRR’s proposal to close the crossing.

A public information meeting/public hearing was held at Town Hall several months ago and
was sparsely attended by the public. The Public Hearing has been duly advertised as required
by NC General Statutes.

RECOMMENDATION: Receive Public Comment. Manager recommends
supporting/endorsing NCDOT & NCRR'’s proposal to close the
rail crossing. If you approve/concur/or endorse the plan, the
Council should authorize the Mayor and Town Manager to

The Town Council of the Town of La Grange, North Carolina met in Regular Session at the
Town Hall on October 3, 2011, at 6 p.m. with the following present:

Mayor Woodard Gurley; Mayor Pro Tem Bobby Wooten; Council Members Larry Gladney,
David S. Holmes, Clifton Harrison, Greg Rouse, and Veronica Lee; Town Manager, John P.
Craft; Town Attorney, George Jenkins, Jr.; Town Clerk, Kyle J. DeHaven.

ITEMS 1, 2,3: CALL TO ORDER, MOMENT OF SILENCE, WELCOME

Mayor Gurley called the meeting to order and asked for a moment of silence. Mayor Gurley
gave a warm welcome to the visitors and citizens in attendance.

ITEM 4A: PUBLIC HEARINGS

None

ITEM 5: BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS

None

ITEM 6: PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

None

ITEM 7: APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Manager Craft recommended the approval of the agenda with four additions.

Agenda Item 9B: Streetscape trees, Railroad St. and E. Washington St.
Agenda Item 9C: NC League of Municipalities Conference

Agenda Item 9D: Well 2 Fire Damage

Agenda Item 9E: Prayer at Town Council Meetings

Motion to approve the agenda as submitted, with the addition of Agenda Item 9B
Streetscape trees, Railroad St. and E. Washington St., Agenda Item 9C NC League of
Municipalities Conference, Agenda Item 9D Well 2 Fire Damage, and Agenda Item 9E Prayer
at Town Council Meetings was made by Council Member Harrison, seconded by Council
Member Holmes. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0.

ITEM 8: CONSENT AGENDA
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Manager Craft recommended the approval of the consent agenda, which included the
September 12, 2011 Regular Session minutes.

Motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Council Member Holmes, and seconded
by Council Member Rouse. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0.

ITEM 9A: DRAINAGE SYSTEM PROJECT

Manager Craft explained that during Hurricane Irene, many trees fell in the Town limits.
These trees have caused standing water issues, especially in the Circle Drive, Woodard Lane,
and Lake Pines Drive area. This standing water represents a health hazard as it is a breeding
ground for mosquitoes.

Manager Craft went on to explain that informal bids were taken, as they can be with projects
under $50,000. Three bids had been received, with two bidding as asked. Hughes
Construction, Ammex Paving, and Hardy Construction were the three companies that placed
bids. Hardy Construction bid the project not hauling away the debris, but rather chipping the
materials and leaving them at the property. Manager Craft continued to explain that the first
two bidders, bid as requested, while Mr. Hardy didn’t, causing his bid to be cheaper.

Manager Craft presented the Council with two options. The first being to throw out the bids
and re-bid the project, or award the bid to the lowest bidder consistent with the original scope
of work.

Manager Craft revealed that Mr. Hardy was in attendance.

Council Member Gladney asked what the consequences of re-bidding the project would be, to
which Manager Craft replied time and that a contractor knows the bids of the other two, so it
is unfair to the other two contractors.

Mayor Gurley interjected that re-bidding the project is not fair to the other two contractors
who bid it as requested.

Council Member Gladney expressed his interest to re-bid the project since project specifics
were not given during the informal bid.

Motion to award to the lowest bidder that followed the informal specs, Hughes Construction
at $43,500, was made by Council Member Wooten, seconded by Council Member Harrison.

Council Member Gladney then asked Manager Craft if he could ask Mr. Hardy why he didn’t
bid as asked. Manager Craft allowed this and they asked Mr. Hardy.

Mr. Hardy responded that he was unsure if hauling the debris away rather than
chipping it would cause erosion issues and further issues with DENR. He then said he
explained that to Manager Craft initially, and he received 3 different answers.
Manager Craft then repeated the stated specs to Mr. Hardy, which he stated were
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completely consistent, of the specs previously given, to which Mr. Hardy agreed were
correct.

Mayor Gurley proceeded with the motion on the floor.

There was a tied among the Council Members, causing the Mayor to have to break the tie.
The Motion carried 4-3, with Gladney, Holmes, and Rouse against.

ITEM 9B: STREETSCAPE TREES

Manager Craft explained the streetscaping project is in process along Railroad St. and East
Washington St. He explained that the Railroad Company asked they not install Crepe
Myrtles, but instead plant Dogwoods at 35’ centers. Manager Craft went on to explain that
the recent hurricane destroyed the Bradford pear trees on E. Washington St. Crepe Myrtles of
various colors are recommended on 25 centers for this area.

Manager Craft explained that upkeep would be the Town’s responsibility and asked if that is
what the Council wanted to do. He mentioned a motion is not necessary unless something
other than what was recommended is preferred.

There was no comment so it is assumed the recommendation by Manager Craft is their choice,
too

ITEM 9C: NC LEAGUE CONFERENCE

Manager Craft explained to the Council the annual League of Municipalities conference is
rapidly approaching on October 23-25. Manager Craft asked that those interested in attending
let him know by Thursday October 6.

ITEM 9D: WELL 2 FIRE DAMAGE

Manager Craft explained that on September 23 there was a fire at Well 2. The fire damage
was limited to the motor and wiring. He explained that the motor needed to be rebuilt, and the
shaft pulled to inspect for further damage. Manager Craft went on to explain that the pump
needed repaired, which was unrelated to the fire. The total cost to repair the well was
$25,800. Selective Insurance will cover $8,900 of the cost, less $1,000 deductible. The cost
to the Town will be the $25,800, less the $8,900 Insurance coverage, totaling $17,900.

Motion to proceed with the repairs as previously outlined was made by Council Member
Wooten, and seconded by Council Member Holmes. The motion carried unanimously, 6-0.

ITEM 9E: PRAYER AT TOWN COUNCIL MEETINGS

Manager Craft explained that Council Members Gladney and Holmes both requested Prayer
be brought back to La Grange Town Council Meetings.

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Council Member Gladney expressed his discomfort for his part in removing prayer from
Town Council Meetings. He then recommended bringing it back to the Town of La Grange
Council meetings until they are asked to do otherwise.

Council Member Holmes expressed a similar discomfort. He mentioned that like other
governments of other sizes, we should re-introduce prayer to the Town Council Meetings.

Motion to pray before meetings where the Town of La Grange Council meets was made by
Council Member Holmes, and seconded by Council member Gladney. The motion carried
unanimously 6-0.

ITEM 10A: UPDATE ON PARTF

Manager Craft explained that the PARTF grant was not funded in either funding cycle last
year, and had not been funded in the first cycle of this year. Manager Craft went on to explain
that a Master Plan for the Town’s athletic complexes was needed to be successful as the grant
was becoming more and more competitive.

Manager Craft mentioned that PARTF had conducted workshops for the grant and had
indicated that approval of large grants, of over $500,000, were not likely.

Manager Craft recommends utilizing the East Carolina Council to prepare the Master Plan and
Application for the 2012 funding cycle, using the $20,000 budgeted in the current year’s
budget. He went on to explain that after meeting with Judy Hills to discuss what facilities
within the Town would be most beneficial, Ms. Hills indicated that a Community center may
be more likely to be funded as it would be usable to all segments of the population, year
round. ‘

Manager Craft went on to explain that if $500,000 applications were unlikely to be received,
the recreation complex they had sought seemed very unlikely. The application for the
recreation complex cost in the neighborhood of $600,000-$800,000, far above the $500,000
probable funding limit. Scaling this complex down would not allow for the tournaments that
were sought after from previous community outreach efforts.

Manager Craft requested that the Council help him in getting the community to complete
another survey to gauge the interest of the community for something like a Community
Center. He then asked that the interested Council Members contact him to visit the Town of
Warsaw, who recently had a similar Community center completed.

ITEM 10B: UPDATE ON RAIL CROSSING SIGNALIZATION AND CLOSING &
UPDATE PERTAINING TO CHARLES ST & RAILROAD ST TRAFFIC PATTERN

Manager Craft updated the Council on the Rail Crossing Signalization. The repaving is 100%
complete. Signalization has been completed on Wooten St. and is expected to begin soon on
Charles St. Curb and Guttering has been completed on North Railroad St., and South Railroad
St. is complete except for a small amount of grading that remains. Striping of parking spaces
and installation for parking bumpers are both 100% complete.
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Concerning the Charles/Railroad St. traffic pattern, Manager Craft mentioned that he needed
to make contact with Dwayne Alligood with the NC DOT again for a limited traffic count, as
he hadn’t heard from him in quite some time.

ITEM 10C: HURRICANE IRENE UPDATE

Manager Craft explained that Town employees were still working to complete documentation
for FEMA and NCEM. He explained that repairs to the well houses, the fire station, and
Town hall were awaiting insurance responses relative to the claims.

ITEM 10D: TOWN HALL GENERATOR UPDATE

Manager Craft explained that staff is evaluating proposals received. He expects an order to be
placed within the next week to ten days. This purchase will be within the parameters of the

approved budget.

Manager Craft then explained that a Closed Session was necessary authorized by General
Statute 143-318.11 (a)(6) (7)(8).

Motion to go into closed session was made by Council Member Wooten at 6:58pm, and
seconded by Council Member Rouse. The motion carried unanimously 6-0.
