The property known as 4938 Alphonso Waters Rd, listed as Lenoir County Parcel #
16453, is unoccupied and in poor repair. Mr. Earl Oliver, the property owner, placed a
single wide mobile home on the property without proper permits from the Town of La
Grange. A stop work order was issued on June 26, 2009 and posted on the front door of
the home. A building permit was issued on October 20, 2009. The mobile home was set
on the foundation and secured but since then, no work has been completed. There is
some deterioration near the front door. The mobile home lacks any underpinning. Mr.
Oliver was given sixty (60) days to repair the deteriorated area of the wall near the front
door as well as install underpinning, per Chapter 3.6.2 in the NC Regulations for
Manufactured Homes and appearance criteria stated in Section 13-13(B)S in the Zoning
Ordinance. He was also given the right to appeal my decision which no appeal was
made.

On December 31, 2010, I mailed a certified letter which came back unsigned, a first class
letter that did not come back, and I posted a copy of the letter on the front door of the
mobile home to ensure that Mr. Oliver was notified. In an attempt to offer additional
time for compliance, I gave Mr. Oliver another sixty (60) days. No attempts were made
to comply. I made several attempts to call Mr. Oliver and our last conversation ended
with him telling me he would see me in court and he hung up on me. I inspected the
property on March 7, 2011 and no repairs were made.

On March 10, 2011, I mailed a certified letter to Mr. Oliver which was signed by his
daughter, Angela Oliver. The letter was notification of a hearing which Mr. Oliver did
not attend nor did he attempt to reschedule. Finally, I sent Mr. Oliver a certified, first
class, and posted on the property a letter informing him that the town would be seeking
an order of repair.

It is the town’s recommendation that the Council issue an order of repair to install
underpinning as well as repair any deteriorated exterior walls. If you have any questions
regarding this, please call me at Town Hall at 252-566-3186.
